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the Wei, Jin, Southern and Northern Dynasties)

BEMZA: This course will read some apologetical and doctrinal Buddhist texts from the Wei,
Jin, Southern and Northern Dynasties. The purpose of the course is to guide
students to understand the historical background of early Chinese Buddhism, the
collision of Buddhism and traditional Chinese culture, and to train their ability to
read ancient Chinese texts. In addition to the original texts selected from the
Hongming Collection and the Shishuo Xinyu, we will also read relevant works by
Chen Yinke, Tang Yongtong, Tang Zhangru, and others, to help students
understand the methods and main issues from an academic perspective. The
course will be taught in Chinese as well as Japanese and English.
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
